Fine Structure
Revised Fall 2010
The Executive Committee for this semester requires the attendance of all active members of the Chapter at the functions described in 4.02.01 of the Bylaws, as well as Chapter meetings, committee meetings, and fund raising events.
In addition, Chapter members, as selected by the Alumni Secretary, are required to submit an article for the Alumni Arrow newsletter. Chapter members required to submit an article will be notified by the Alumni Secretary in the form of a written note, email, or a phone call no less than two (2) weeks before the due date of said article. No Chapter member shall be required to submit more than one (1) article per issue of the Alumni Arrow.
Absences for rush functions, selection of prospective members, rituals, elections, fund raising, and other events as described above require advance notice as defined in Section 4.02.02. In addition, notification of an absence from a Chapter event must be in the form of a written note, email, or a phone call submitted to the Secretary according to the functions described in 5.02.05 of the Bylaws, or, if unable to contact the secretary, another member of the Executive Committee prior to the start of the Chapter event. A member may contact the Secretary at any time with an inquiry about his or her number of absences. The Secretary will warn a member once they reach 4 absences.
Excessive lateness to chapter events will be construed as an absence upon review by the Executive Committee.
Any absence normally resulting in a fine will be reviewed by the executive committee to determine if a fine is warranted, provided the absentee member presents his or her reason(s) to the Executive Committee and requests they be reviewed.  Members will be notified of fines owed, in writing, as soon as they are incurred.
Outstanding fines must be paid by the Final Chapter meeting of the semester.
Every active member in good standing with the fraternity shall receive five (5) free absences to be used for chapter meetings, committee meetings, rush functions and elections.  If a member misses a fund raising event or Ritual, free absences will not apply and a fine will be assessed. No member will be required to attend a Kappa Kappa Psi event that conflicts with a university-required event, exam, family emergency, or band function; absences necessitated by these events will not count against the attendance record. Not all required events will count as one absence. The breakdown will be:
· Chapter and Committee meetings: 1 absence
· Rush functions: 2 absences
· Elections/selection of prospective members: 3 absences
· Other events as required by the Executive Committee: 1 absence
The fines shall be as follows:
· Chapter and Committee meetings: $5
· Rush Functions, Elections, selection of prospective members: $15
· Rituals (includes participating in either set-up or tear down): $20 
· Fund raising events: The money you would have made.
· Late Alumni Arrow articles/Other events as required by the executive committee: $5
